�x External funding secured for planetarium (outside Henson Hall). 
�x 3-D Arts Complex second phase in planning (East Campus) 
�x Blackwell Hall offices will need to be vacated by the end of 2023 for planned renovation.  

Academic Advising will move to the GAC (space sharing by CSA, ID&D and the Library).  
After renovation, Blackwell Hall will hold Academic Advising, Career Center, Bursar’s 
Office, Counseling Center, DRC, Registrar, Student Health Center, and Admissions offices 
among others.

�x Provost’s Office Staff will move to HH100 (currently Office of Institutional Equity suite).
